Job Description – Poolside Helper (Additional Pair of Eyes)
The contract with Bedford Modern School requires the club to have two adults on poolside during squad sessions and for one adult to be appropriately qualified in life saving.  Under normal circumstances the coach will be the lifesaver.  The additional adult on pool side will:

Be a member of MSC and the ASA, and therefore appropriately insured and be CRB checked.

The duties will be to:

· Be aware of health and safety procedures (availability of an telephone, emergency exits)

· Report any heath and safety breaches to the coach

· Assist with the compliance of the requirements of the contract

· Be vigilant during the session to ensure the safety and well being of all swimmers 

· Be aware of any child protection issues such as bullying or distress

· Be aware how many swimmers are in each lane and check that they are in a safe position

· If swimmers leave poolside check whether this is to use the lavatory or whether the swimmer has left the session

· If a swimmer is unwell ensure that they are appropriately cared for 

· As far as is practical ensure that swimmers under the age of 16 do not leave the venue early unless their parent/ guardian/ carer is aware

· Assist with equipment such as lane ropes, flags and floats

Helpers Should Not:

· Interfere with the coaching

· Distract swimmers during squad sessions

· Enter the changing room of the opposite gender (if a swimmer needs assistance ask an adult swimmer of the same gender to assist)

· Enter any changing room without first advising the other person poolside

· Leave poolside during the session unless a replacement is available
