WELFARE OFFICER

Purpose of Post

To promote Child Protection within the Club, promulgating information to parents and Teacher/Coaches

To ensure that at all events an identified person of each sex is available for child welfare issues and to act as chaperone

Principle Responsibilities

To ensure that the Child Protection Form has been completed by all Teachers, Coaches or other volunteers or helpers who have the opportunity to come into contact with children and that the form is submitted to the ASA
