Modernian SC Gala Report – Beds Counties 2008
Over 100 medals were won by the Modernian Swimming Club as they excelled at the recent Bedfordshire County Championships. They claimed 37 Golds, 45 Silvers and 33 Bronzes to finish second overall.

Becki Warner was crowned Senior County Champion in 50 & 100 Fly, Charlotte Ovenden is the Junior County Champion in 50 & 100 Breast, David Wheeler is the Senior County Champion in 100 & 200 Fly and Sam Briggs is the Junior County Champion in 100IM.

In the male relays, Stuart Kirk, Wheeler, Andrew Wheeler, James Carline triumphed in the Open 200 Free while Ellis Gingell, Briggs, David Carline, Matt McKeown finished as runners up. Kirk, Briggs, James Carline and Marcel Scholten won the 400 Open Free, while the second team of Wheeler, David Carline, Gingell and Wheeler finished 3rd. The quartet of James Carline, Scholten, David Wheeler and Briggs claimed Gold in the 400 Open Medley with Andrew Wheeler, McKeown, David Cartledge and Gingell taking Bronze. James Carline, Scholten, Andrew Wheeler and Briggs meanwhile were victorious in the 200 Open Medley.
The Men’s 15-18 teams of Liam Walker, McKeown, Carline and Carline and Carline, McKeown, Tom Challen, and Carline won Silvers in the 200 Medley and 200 Free respectively.
The Ladies also did exceptionally well. Natalie Effemey, Karen Kwok, Warner and Larissa Ayres won the 200 Open Medley while Kwok, Charlotte Ayres, Warner and Effemey were 2nd in the 200 Open Free and Warner, Effemey, Kwok and Ovenden were runners up in the 400 Open Free. There was a 3rd place finish for Effemey, Ovenden, Warner and Kwok in the 400 Open Medley while Kwok, Ayres, Kelly Johnson, Ayres claimed Silver in the 14-17 200 Free.
Meanwhile the Boys U10 200 Free team of Nick Stalley, Scott Neave, Jack Bridge and Oliver Maltby and the 200 Medley team of Tom Robinson, Stalley, Maltby and Neave who won Silvers. 

Modernian swimmers also featured in the Age Group competition with Maltby taking Silver in the boys 10 years old and Lucy Churchill-Coleman in the same age group for the girls and Ashley Wareing collected Bronze in the girls 12 years old category.

Outstanding individual performances came from Briggs who won 7 events, Warner who won 4 events and Maltby and Ovenden with 2 events each, all of whom set PB’s in every race they swam. Three of the youngest members of the squad, Churchill-Coleman, Maltby and Stalley also achieved Regional qualifying times as did Nuala Maher. From the Senior Squad, Larissa Ayres, James & David Carline, Challen, Effemey, Johnson, Kirk, Karen & Joyce Kwok, McKeown, Ovenden, Richard Taberner, Walker, Warner, David & Andrew Wheeler also achieved Regional qualifying times.
